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FEATURES OF FORMATION OF THE PSYCHOSOCIAL MATURITY IN
TEENAGERS—-PUPILSAT MILITARY SCHOOLS

Abstract. The paper anayzes the most prominent approaches which have developed in modern
psychology to understand a psychosocial maturity of the person during the teenage period of the person
genesis. The analysis of the empirical data has shown relative diagnostic indicators of a psychosocia
maturity of the teenagers who are brought up in military school: high level of ability to estimate the
results and the psychological flexibility interrelated to high level of general internality and internality in
the field of achievements. The approaching of the genera internality to level, characteristic of the adult
person; and high level of arbitrary self-control of behavior and planning and programming properties
providing it are indicative of pupils of the Cossack military school. The well-expressed ethnoaffiliative
tendencies are characteristic of the teenagers who are brought up in national military school.
